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Components of a C program 

· Pre-processor Directive:
Every C program consist of functions, each performing a particular task.
Every C program must have on the first line
#Include<stdio.h>
Which tells the compiler to include information about the input/output library.
It is also called as pre-processor directive.
Pre-processor directives are followed by the global variable

· The main( ) function 

Every c program must have this special main function
The execution of any program starts at the beginning of main function 
If needed list of values are provided called arguments in the main ( )
  
int main(void)
The keyword void enclosed with the parenthesis indicates that no parameters 
Or arguments are expected in the main function. 

· Standard Library Routines
printf("This is the world of C langauge");
C language provides a standard library of commonly used functions.
This library has several commonly used computations which are required in many
 c programs.
Programmers don’t have to write code such computations.
Example :
#include<stdio.h>
Int main( void)
{
printf("This is world of C language");     }
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
