Any expression consist of variables and constants.
C language has 6 data types to perform arithmetic operations.

long double
Lower type is promoted to the higher type before the operation proceeds
Data type conversion is performed both explicitly and implicitly.
Implicit Conversion:
char and short to int are converted automatically to int before the operation.
Implicit conversion is also called as automatic unary conversion.
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Explicit Conversion
The operator forces the conversion of a value to another type it is called the cast operator.
float a,b;
int (a * b)
if the declaration is in float, it assures the value of expression a *b is converted to an integer value.
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
